Interior Investigation:  All flame damage was to the stove, cabinets and combustibles in close proximity to stove area.  The entire apartment sustained smoke damage.  Complex Manager stated that a Texas City Housing authority Inspector was there doing inspections at the time of the fire.  The manager stated that the inspector was accompanied by the complex maintenance man.  The maintenance man stated that the inspector had turned on the oven to test the burners and that the inspector did not remove a pot of greece from the stove prior to turning on the electric stove burners.  The complex maintenance man stated that less than 10 minutes after he and the inspector left the apartment that they smelled smoke and returned to the apartment to investigate.  Upon returning to the apartment they found that there was a fire in the kitchen and the resident was not at home.
Conclusion:  Point of Origin- I concluded that the fire started on the stove top, back left
burner.
Heat Source- Electric stove burner left in the on position with a pot of greece on top of it.
Category- In my opinion the fire was accidental, which was supported by the following:  2 Burners were found in the on position, a small pot of greece was found on the stove in the area of origin.  No evidence of an incendiary fire was found.  No evidence of an electrical fire was found and all other heat sources have been eliminated.  Investigation closed.
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
